31 And behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you 

shall name Him Jesus.ò ïLuke 1:26-31 

 In Luke chapter one Gabriel is a busy angel. God commands him to appear first to 

Zacharias to give him news that he and his wife, Elizabeth, will have a son in their old age, and 

they shall name him John. When Zacharias first sees the angel next to the altar fear grips him. 

But Gabriel reassures him by saying, ñDo not be afraid.ò Gabriel was an angel who stood in the 

presence of God and who was bringing good news. There was no cause for fear only for faith. 

Although Zacharias was afraid, and though he doubted, he could have absolute assurance that 

Godôs word delivered by the angel was true and was for the good of Zacharias and all people.  

 Later on, Gabriel was again commanded to deliver Godôs message, this time to a young 

woman named Mary. When he appeared the recipient of his message was again afraid. But 

Gabriel was again faithful to reassure her saying, ñDo not be afraid, Mary.ò Yes, it was impossible 

for Zacharias and Elizabeth to have a child in their old age just as it was impossible for Mary, 

who was a virgin, to bear a son. But nothing is impossible with God. Again, there was no cause 

for fear only for faith. Godôs will would be carried out and Maryôs son, Jesus, would be King and 

Savior of the world.  

 Maryôs responded to the angel, ñBehold, the bondslave of the Lord; may it be done to me 

according to your word.ò God has a calling for each one of us as well. These callings may not be 

as seemingly impossible as His calling for Zacharias, Elizabeth, and Mary, but each presents a 

challenge to us nevertheless. Let us take Gabrielôs words to heart in our lives: ñDo not be afraid.ò 

And may our response be as Maryôs: ñMay it be done to me according to your word.ò For Godôs 

purpose is far better than anything we could imagine, and His calling is far greater than any duty 

we could devise. We need not be afraid. Only have faith.
