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Update on Shiri Parish, Tanzania

In late November, Vicar Chris spoke with Pastor Leons Shirima from Shiri Parrish
Church in Tanzania. Pastor Leons spoke about the church and school and their work for
the community. The church has two services with approximately 500 people per service
with about 1600 in the congregation. Divine service with Holy Communion usually takes
about 2 hours due to the large number of congregants. Pastor Leons said that his church
was small when comparing it to other churches in the area. In total, the church has two
pastors and three evangelists (men who assist with bible study, outreach, etc.). The
church continues to use the grain mill, church bell, and school desks that our church
provided the financial support for.

On a slightly separate note, Pastor Leons said that they also run a private school
that serves grades 1-7. They would like to add three more rooms so they can add grades
8-10, however that project is still some time away. With tuition only costing $320 a year
per student, their enrollment stands at 148 students and 26 of those are orphans; so it's
a little less than what we're used to paying in the US. Thanks be to God that their church
and school have thrived so well. Pastor Leons was very appreciative for our continued
support over the years and hoped to keep up the relationship. More updates to come in
the subsequent month as we prepare our annual donation to their church.
